Domain name

dstdomain

IP Address

Full l ist

https://wiki.squid-cache.org/SquidFaq/SquidAcl

Defining an ACL

Creating a l ist

acl <name> <type> <values>

Defining an action

http_access <allow/deny> <list>
Default action

Opposite of the last l ine
If the last l ine is an allow, the default is deny
Use http_access allow all to explicitly define

Example

acl internal src 10.0.0.0/255.0.0.0
acl streaming dstdomain www.tiktok.com www.youtube.com
http_access deny streaming
http_access allow internal
http_access deny all

Time-based restrictions

http_access entries use AND not OR
Example

acl streaming dstdomain www.tiktok.com www.youtube.com
acl workday MTWHF 08:00-17:00
http_access deny streaming workday
http_access allow all
