Common enterprise user directory
Broad commercial support

Tight MS Windows client integration
Advanced features

m  Allows a Linux server to join an AD domain

m Replacesthe older winbindd

e Preparing to join a domain
o Add DC to hostsfile

m sudoedit /etc/hosts
m 10.222.0.52 windc0l windcOl.lab.itpro.tv

o Install basic tools
m sudo apt install sssd-ad sssd-tools realmd adcli
o Test connection and identify missing packages
m sudo realm -v discover lab.itpro.tv
o Packages should already be installed
e Joining a Linux server to an Active Directory
o Join the domain
m sudo realm join -U administrator@LAB.ITPRO.TV lab.itpro.tv

o Registersthe Linux server asa "Member Server" in the AD
o Allows user authentication lookups
o Allows expanding group membership

e Configuring Samba to use AD Authentication
o Enable AD authentication in Samba
m sudoedit /etc/samba/smb.conf

m [global]
m security = ADS

Configuring a User Map

Windows user names can have spacesin them

Typically only an issue in Workgroups, but can affect domains as well
User maps allow us to correct that

Configuring a username map
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m sudoedit /etc/samba/smb.conf
m username map = /etc/samba/username.map
m sudoedit /etc/samba/username.map

m jdoe = johndoe
m dpezet = "Don Pezet"
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
